Electric Broadsheet is primarily produced using Apple Computer’s free word
processor SimpleText 1.4 enhanced with Alessandro Levi Montalcini’s shareware SimpleText Color Menu 3.1
and James W. Walker’s freeware Text Editor Patches 1.7 . Itis then saved as a self-reading document using James
W. Walker’s freeware Manual Maker 2.3 . Also used in the production of Electric Broadsheet are Robert
Gotshall's & Rick Zaccone’s freeware spellchecker Excalibur 2.5 | Apple Computer’s free resource editor ResEdit
2.1.3, Claris Corporation’s freeware Claris Em@iler 1.1.v3 , and BareBones Software’s freeware BBEdit™
