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Service Learning-Project Tips
During the third week of the program, the focus of the seminar will shift to understanding poverty and the challenges faced by vulnerable urban groups.  As a way to better understand childhood and education in Argentina, educators will participate in a service-learning project at a vocational elementary school for at-risk youth in Villa María. Students ages 7-15 attend the Escuela Granja Los Amigos Child and Family Support Center apprenticeship school, where street children care for their own farm animals and learn about agriculture. 
Fulbright participants will gain hands-on experience with Argentine students while offering a variety of extracurricular classes and workshops from which the students can benefit. Participants will share with the youth activities such as crafts, music, sports, martial arts, or cooking. Each Fulbright participant decides the topic and the length of the workshop to be offered.  Workshops can be offered for one, two or three hour-long sessions. Participants will be asked to repeat each workshop for different groups of students. 

Some knowledge of Spanish would be helpful for this service learning project. However, your activity may require little usage of Spanish or you may explain how you would incorporate a translator.

Ideas for Service-Learning projects in Argentina:

· Teach how to play a recorder or other instrument

· Teach guitar lessons (purchase and donate guitar; end with a performance)

· Instrument workshop (to build instruments) followed by a drum circle

· Gardening

· Yoga or dance classes

· Share puzzles (Sudoku) or number based logic puzzles

· Photography workshop

· Teach cooking classes (with recipes) and cook meals for group

· Theater workshop (rehearse a play)

· Sports camp (basketball, softball, archery, etc.)

· Arts and craft workshop

· English as a second language workshop

· Quilting (make one square of a larger quilt)

· Knitting (scarf, for example)

Other options: prepare meals (Students eat breakfast and lunch at this facility); grounds maintenance
