Focus your statement on the following:

· Why is this Seminar relevant to you professionally and personally?

· How will you use this experience in the classroom? Provide details of your plan to utilize the Seminar experience to develop teaching modules in an interdisciplinary format;

· Include your plan to utilize curricular or extracurricular skills in the service learning project at the apprenticeship school for at risk youth (for details, see attached “Service Learning Project Tips”)

· Explain the potential impact of your Seminar participation on other teachers at your school  (for example, through in-service or other talks, team teaching, or other activities when you return) 

Briefly address the following:

· Commitment to participate in pre-trip orientation activities and all field seminar lectures and trips;

· Commitment to attend the full length of the seminar (to travel with the group on specific days);

· Willingness to adapt to a new culture, customs, food and to a host family living experience; 

· Potential problems you may have during the two-week living experience with a host family

· Potential problems you may have living in a different culture, with different food, customs, beliefs and ways of doing things.
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
